    I don't suppose there would be very many people around who haven't gone after at least some of these things in the hope they would deliver what they promise, only to find that having them rarely, if ever, lives up to one's hopeful expectations, especially when these hopes are based on the advertisers promises.

    Then of course there are the really unhappy people of this world, and each of us has probably met some of them in our lives. Maybe we ourselves have at one time tried to drown our sorrows in alcohol and can count ourselves fortunate not to have become alcoholics, or even worse, hooked on drugs. 
    Today evil is so rampant that we all know even our children at school can get caught in the many traps without they or us being aware of it, until it's too late. We try to combat these things by forming committees, and coming together to discuss ways and means of fighting against them.

    We read in the newspapers, and we see it on T.V., where governments and law enforcement agencies all over the world are worried at the alarming increase in crime of every kind, especially crimes involving sex, murder and drugs, and now the appearance, on a large scale, of a new type of criminal, the man, woman or youth who commits murder, rape etc. just for kicks.
