DO YOU REALLY KNOW THE ANSWER TO LIFE’S QUESTIONS?

    By now I hope and trust that you know where you're going, eternally, having opened the door of your heart by giving your life to Jesus, completely, and that you are on the one way which leads to the Father. (Jh.l4:6) 
    Of course if you or I are going to where our Father is, we’re going home. This in turn means that we are now in exile, away from that home. (Jh.l7:14) That's a fact we need to remember at all times, or we could be in danger of falling in love with this present world again, like Demas. (2Tim.4:10)

    However, if you don’t yet know Jesus as your closest friend (Pro. 18:24), or if you don’t know him as the one who has saved you from the penalty of your sin, then I urge you again to look to your eternal salvation, because today is the day of that salvation. (2nd.Cor.6:2) You know as well as I do that tomorrow may never come for you or I. 
    We read every day of people losing their lives in road accidents, drownings, fires, industrial accidents, muggings, murders, suicides, etc. These incidents of death, sudden death, are increasing at such a rate that authorities all over the world have been expressing mounting alarm for quite some time.

    You may very well ask if I’m trying to frighten you. Of course I am. With sin and sudden death so rampant today, and with eternal death and hell waiting around the next corner, for all we know, I must, if I am to obey God and 'love my neighbor as myself’, throw caution to the wind, and use any means, other than sin, to point you to Jesus Christ, and encourage you to say something like this to him, "Jesus, I believe you came to save me, come into my life now so that I may pass from death to life, (Jh.5:24) being reborn of water and the Spirit." (Jh.3:5) 
    The water we are to be reborn of is the "water of the Word." (Eph.5:26 & Jh.l5:3) It is this spiritual, heavenly water, which cleanses us of man's ideas of how to get right with God, and it is the Spirit of that Word, the Spirit of God, the Spirit of Christ, within us; whichever term you wish to use; which gives life, eternal spiritual life. (Jh.6:63 & 3:6)
    To show the importance of these two things I’ll have to speak of how the Spirit of God opened up these things to me. Firstly, we’ll look at the cleansing of water with the Word. (Eph.5:26) This, I would liken to me, or anyone else for that matter, doing hard physical work, on a very hot, sticky day. Each of us has at least a fair idea just how dirty and sweaty we would get in such a situation. 
    We come inside, and the very thought of not going under the shower right away would horrify us. We know that, even apart from feeling terrible without that shower; we’d also feel exhausted and unable to function properly, if we didn’t clean our bodies with water. Plus, we would very soon become obnoxious to others.

    The Word says, first the physical, then the spiritual, (1Cor.15:46), and I don't believe there are many who would say we can't learn spiritual lessons from the natural. So from the above incident we can surely see that if we do not cleanse our spirits and minds at least once a day in the waters of God’s Word, by reading the scriptures, we can’t function properly as  children of God, and are in danger of becoming spiritually obnoxious to him.

    Secondly, it is the Spirit which gives life, because if we don’t have the Spirit of Christ "we are none of his," (Rom.8:9) and "Jesus is the — life." (Jh.l4:6) This I would liken to being saved from drowning. I am out of the water and my rescuer has done his work; so far. But if I’m unconscious, with my lungs full of water, I will surely die if my ‘savior’ does not give me the 'kiss of life', if he does not breathe his 'life-breath' into me.

    There is however one slight difference between the spiritual and the natural. In the natural I play no voluntary part in being revived, but in the spiritual I must ask. If we read Luke 11:9-13 we will find the closing words, "how much more will the heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask him?"
