LET GOD BE TRUE!
“Let God be true, though every man be false, as it is written, that you may be justified in your words, and prevail when you are judged.” (Rom.3:4) “On the Day of Judgment men will give an account of every idle word they utter, for by your words you will be justified, and by your words you will be condemned.” Matt.10:36-37 
   Its amazing how easily such a simple statement as, “Let God be true,” can be missed and unappreciated.  If we go back to Genesis chapters one to three, we can see, hopefully clearly, the depths of truth that’s contained in those few simple words.  In Gen.2 the Word says, “The Lord took the man and put him in the garden of God to till it and keep it.  And the Lord God commanded the man saying, ”You may eat freely of every tree of the garden (The blessing), but of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, for in the day you eat of it you shall die. (The curse)  What a difference the outcome would have been for us all if they had “Let God be true” to his promise of blessing, instead of the promise of a curse.  Remember here what God said later, through Ezekiel, “As I live says the Lord God, I have no pleasure in the death of the wicked, but that the wicked should turn from their way, and live.” Gen2:15-17, Ezek.28:13 & 33:11
    When it comes to us today - to our Genesis chapters one to three - are we letting the Word of God, Jesus Christ, be true in our lives by first learning what he has said through reading the bible with our hearts not our heads, listening to the “still, small voice of God”, which will not compete with the loud clamoring of the world’s ways and wisdom, and by then joyfully obeying that Word? “If you abide in me, and my words abide in you, ask whatever you will and it will be done for you.” 1Kings 19:11-12, Jh.15:7, Deut.28:47-48
   Are we, by our loving obedience, tilling and keeping the garden of God, which is, first off, our own lives, and then those of our brothers and sisters in Christ; those who have been truly reborn of the imperishable Seed of the Word?  Do our lives bear good fruit for God?  Do we, by our actions, put on, bear and show the fruit of the indwelling Spirit of God, the only good fruit we can bear? 1Pet.1:23, Gal.5:22-23
   Are we really giving the Word of God absolutely free course in our lives?  Don’t we yet know that it is only the mighty Spirit of the Word, of Christ, which can make it possible for us to “live a life worthy of the Lord?”  Have we not learned yet the startling truth and power of Heb.4:12-13, “The Word of God is living and active, sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing to the division of soul and spirit, of joints and marrow, and revealing the thoughts and intentions of the (our) heart (to us).  And before him no creature is hidden, but all are open and laid bare to the eyes of him with whom we have to deal.” Col.1:10, Heb.4:12-13
   Surely we don’t think that it was for nothing that Jesus said, “in the Day of Judgment we will give an account of every idle word we speak?”  And what are idle words as far as God is concerned?  Aren’t they anything we say that doesn’t line up with what he’s said?  After all, “His Word is forever firmly fixed in the heavens,” and “Jesus Christ, that Word, is the same yesterday, today and forever.” Ps.119:89, Heb.13:8
   So, if we allow ourselves to talk, think or act in a way which belies God’s Word, we must surely be not only preventing God being true in our lives, but we must also be contributing to the devil’s campaign, which started in Gen.3 of discrediting that Word, and so we place ourselves in great danger of being denied by Jesus Christ before the Father. Jas.4:7, 2Tim.2:12, Matt.10:32-33
    Our primary purpose for God, here in this life, is that of bearing good fruit.  If our lives produce thorns and thistles, i.e. the wisdom and righteousness of this world, then we need to look hard at Heb.6:7-8.  “Land which has drunk the rain which often falls upon it and bears a crop useful to the one for whom it was cultivated receives a blessing from God.  But if it bears thorns and thistles it is worthless and near to being cursed its end is to be burned.” 1Cor.1:26-28, Heb.6:7-8
    What does your life show?  Is it the useless thorns and thistles of man’s ways and wisdom, or is it the good fruit of God’s Spirit?  Is it God’s kind of love?  Does it show the joy of the Lord, which is after all our only true strength?  Does it show his peace, which is beyond man’s ability to comprehend?  Then there’s patience kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness and self-control. Pro.14:12, 1Pet.4:8, Neh.8:10, Gal.6:2, Rom.15:14, Eph.5:9, Luk.16:10, 2Tim.2:19-21 & 1:7
    Are we faithfully taking control of our lives, by God’s Spirit; taking possession of our Canaan; destroying the giants of sin, pulling down the edifices of the flesh, the fruits of which are fornication (extra marital sex), impurity, licentiousness (moral bankruptcy), idolatry (which includes covetousness), sorcery (witchcraft), enmity (harboring ill will), strife, jealousy, anger, selfishness, dissension and carousing (wild partying). Col.3:5, Gal.5:19-21, Rom.13:1-2 
    Finally, going back to our two opening scripture texts, i.e., “Let God be true, though every man is false (a liar), as it is written “That we may be justified in our words and prevail when we are judged.”  And, "On the Day of Judgment we will give an account of every careless word we utter; for by our words we will be justified, and by our words we will be condemned.”  If we’re going to have to give an account of our words, how are we going to be justified in those words, and prevail when we’re judged, but by believing with all our heart, and continually confessing with our lips, that Jesus Christ, the Word of God, is Lord of all?  How else can we be justified in our words, since we’re all liars of ourselves according to that Word?  And how can we hope to prevail in the judgment, except that same way?  Rom.10:9-10, 14:10-1
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
