DISCIPLESHIP: BEGINNINGS!

WE RECEIVE WISDOM AND INSIGHT INTO GOD’S WILL!

In this world today there is a great chasing after knowledge (Dan.12:4), in the hope that this will bring the wisdom needed to solve the many problems which face mankind, and so make the world a better place.  We, as Christians, must choose between this worldly wisdom (1Cor.3:19-20), and that which only comes from knowing God, in Christ Jesus. (Matt.11:27)
It is very clear that in the scriptures the consensus is that true spiritual wisdom has its basis, its foundation, in something, which has, in many ways, fallen out of favour in most church circles, i.e. the holy fear of the Lord.  Any genuine reading of the Word quickly shows that this is an essential ingredient, if one is to progress spiritually, as our God intended. (Pro.9:10, Pro.2:1-5 & 2:9-12)

The source of true wisdom is found, not in a place, but in a person; the Lord Jesus Christ himself (Eph.1:9; the one who God has made to be the embodiment of his wisdom. (1Cor.1:30)
To gain true insight into the mind of God, we need look no further than his written Word. It is there we can find “assured understanding, and the knowledge of God’s mystery; of Christ; for in him are hidden all the treasures of wisdom and understanding.” (Rom.16:25-27, Pro.2:1-4, Col.2:1-4, Ps.37:31)

But who is our teacher in this process of acquiring true wisdom? It is none other than the mighty Spirit of Christ, of course! (Jh.14:15-17 & 16:12-15, 1Jh.2:27, Heb.8:10-11, Ps.119:18)

It’s not by applying our minds to understand, or by asking well-educated people, that we can find the answers to our questions and our problems. It’s simply by asking God!  Asking, knowing he will give the answers we need, as we need them. (Jas.1:5-8)

As for those of us, who, for whatever reason, will not listen for, or to, God’s wisdom, he tells us that “he will laugh at our calamities and mock when panic strikes us.”  What a frightening position to be in! (Pro.1:24-32)

But God’s promises to those who do listen to his wisdom are that “they will dwell secure, and be at ease, without dread of evil.” (Pro.1:33) 

For those, who in their vanity and fleshly independence, choose another path, either that of their own understanding, or the world’s wisdom, there will be no rest, because God has made those types of wisdom to be “foolishness” in his realm; so man will run around in circles, and then, at the end of the day, “lie down in torment.” (Dan.12:4, 1Cor.1:18-31, Is.50:10-11)
