Remember, there can never be any judging of people by human standards. (Matt.7:1-5, Luke.6:37-38, Rom.2:1, 14:4 & 14:10-12, 1Cor.2:15, John.7:24, 12:48 & 15:22)
Yet we must agree with God's written judgment of all mankind. (1Cor.5:9-13, 2Thes.3:6-8, Rom.16:17, Ecc.8:11)
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
