DISCIPLESHIP: GROWING UP!

HOW DOES BEING A CHRISTIAN AFFECT ME, EMOTIONALLY?

In this tract, which, of necessity is a bible study, we will, by God's grace, by prayerfully reading the scriptures, look at six basic emotions, and, most importantly, learn what His Word has to say about them, with us adding very little, if any comment, as we go.
We'll begin with the emotion most often talked about and break it into six categories:

LOVE:

a) Love of husband for wife:

HATRED:

ANGER:

b) Holy anger - Ex.32:19-20, Num.16:12-35, Judges 15:14-15, 1Sam.11:1-11
LUST:
In all its forms – Mat.5:27-28, Gal.5:16, lJn.2:16, 1Tim.6:9-10, 2Tim.2:22, Tit.2:11-12 & 3:3
FEAR:

Again, in all its forms - Rev.21:8, Mk.8:38, Mat.10:24-28, Luke.12:4-5, Heb.5:7, 1Pet.1:16-17, Rom.3:10-18, lJn.4:18, 2Cor.7:5, 2Tim.l:7
JEALOUSY:
Once more, in its different forms - Pro.6:34, Song of Sol.8:6, Ex.20:4-5 & 34:14, 1King 19:9-14
Something which the Spirit made very clear for me, right at the beginning of my life with him, was that our emotions are like the strings of a guitar. The tune that comes out depends on who is plucking the strings; GOD, SELF OR SATAN.  Remember, God won’t take over unless we ask him, but neither self, which is of course the old fallen nature which we’ve all been born with, nor Satan requires an invitation, but are forever insinuating themselves into us, if we let them.  Resist them; they will back off, because they have no rights in our lives any more, unless we’re foolish enough to give them any. (Jas.4:7, Jh.8:36)
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
