DISCIPLESHIP: MATURING!
A FULL-TIME WORKER!
Within the church today we somehow seem to have lost sight of the kind of love and commitment required of us. We seem to feel it's all right to pay someone to do the work we our​selves should be doing. We say we're too busy; we don't have the time. 

The kind of thinking which brought this about is the same kind which says we can’t have any more than two children, because we couldn't look after them properly, we couldn't give them enough love if we had to spread it around more.
This shows a complete ignorance of the very nature of love, because the more we try to confine it, the more it diminishes, and the more we give it away, the more we have.
Many of us are drying up, dying inside, because we are not lovingly pouring ourselves out for one another, as Jesus did. (Is.53:12 & 58:6-ll, 1Pet.2:21, 1Jh.3:16)  In so many ways we follow the world's thinking. We have no time to do the things for others that we have been commanded to do in the Word of God. We are so busy doing for ourselves we can't live for one another anymore. (Acts 4:34-35, 2Cor.5:15 & 12:15)

Yet when we look at what we will be judged on, it is clearly our love for one another, shown in actions. (Matt.25:31-46, Luk.14:12-14, Rev.20:11-15 & 22:12, Rom.14:10-12, 2Cor.5:10) There is no suggestion of any of us having a part-time involvement with God, or his people. (Col.3:23-24, Mk.4:24, 1Pet.2:9)  And remember, the only requirement for working at the building of the body of Christ, is that we be filled with the Spirit of God, and with his power. (Luk.24:49, Acts 1:8, 1Cor.l2:7 & 27-28, Rom.l2:4-8, Eph.4:11-13)
This work of building the church, the body of Christ, the temple of God, can only be really effective when we each do our part properly; when each of us uses the 'gift', or building tool, which we have been given for that purpose. (Eph.4:15-16, 1Pet4:10-11)
To properly understand this so important point of us all being in full-time work, we need to remember three things:
FIRST, within the Word of God, our relationship with him is compared to the marriage relationship. (Eph.5:25)
SECOND, the marriage relationship is permanent, wholehearted and full time, in his eyes. (Matt.l9:3-6)
THIRD, half-heartedness is unacceptable and repulsive to our God. (Rev.3:15-16)
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
