LOVE IN ACTION
There can be no doubt in the mind of a true Christian about us being saved by the grace of God, and that alone. Knowing, not just believing, that we can in no way earn his approval. (Eph.2:8-9)  At the sane time, there can be no doubt we are required to walk in good works, after salvation. (Eph.2:10)  We are saved by grace, through faith, but that faith is of no use to us if it does not lead us into a life of love of the brethren (Jh.13:34-35, 1Pet.1:22 & 2:17, 1Jh.3:14-18); a life of good works.  Read Matt.25:31-46, Rev.20:11-15 & 22:12, Jas.2:14-17 & 26.
It is very obvious that the Christians in the early church took this task rather seriously.  In reading Acts 2:42-47 & 4:32-35 one cannot help being struck by their very great and practical love for each other.  These thoughts should cause us to look to ourselves.
1) Do you think we are as willing as those early Christians to share what we have with all your brothers and sisters in Christ?
2) Do you think we should be as willing?
3) Are the conditions we live under to-day really very different to what our early brethren had to face?
4) What are some of the greatest needs you can see among Christians of all ages today, especially here in Australia?
5) What do you see as the most precious possession you have, which you can, and do share with other Christians? 

6) Can you suggest some practical ways you can share that possession with your brothers and sisters?
Some other scriptures to prayerfully read and meditate on are, Eph.4:32, James 1:27, 2Tim.2:24.
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
